Without Expectations - Mircea Albutiu | Museum of Art

The exhibition brings together conceptual or documentary images of dancer and
choreographer Miriam Raducanu, taken by independent photographer Mircea Albutiu
between 2016 and 2021. From their friendship, strengthened by their shared passion for
dance, emerged a project about the joy of sharing art, both of the subject in front of the
camera and the one behind it. The short film O intdmplare cu Jazz / Without Expectations,
the fruit of the same collaboration, will also be screened during the festival.

Continuing the project carried out between 2010 and 2012, Petrut Calinescu returns with a
new series of photographs that testify to the transformation of the villages in northern
Romania, especially in Tara Oasului. The increasing migration of Romanian peasants, who
have gone abroad to work, is visible not only in their absence, but also in the concrete
houses that are built to replace the traditional ones. The exhibition aims to debunk the myth
of the eternally idyllic and conservative Romanian village and to show the reality of the local
rural environment.

Popescu Gopo with an exhibition of his film posters. The posters on display are a tribute to
the director's contribution to Romanian cinema through with countless animated films that
had at their centre the “Gopo's little man”, a creation of the filmmaker.
